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A) Departmental Overview.  John David presented the following points regarding the direction for Health and Human Services Department:

1) Continuous improvement of services coordination to address the needs of clients served by Child and Family and Community Services and to control risk of high cost placements.

2) Develop efficiencies and consider alternatives to address the risks posed by the high caseload ratio in Economic Support.

3) Continue proactive approach of the array of Community Services, continue responsibility to divert clients to appropriate hospitalization, maximize revenue opportunities such as Comprehensive Community Services.

4) Continue emergency preparedness and exercise scenarios.

5) Continue to serve people on the long-term care waiting list through case assignments, Nursing Home Relocations and Community Integration Program.

6) Preserve and enhance services provided to all of Marinette County with available resources.

7) Explore and implement efficiencies through information systems.

8) Explore coordination, outreach and partnership opportunities to engage community members in addressing local needs.

John David stated that the Director and members of the Management Team are available after Committee meetings to answer questions that any Committee member may have or to clarify any issue.
B) Niagara Office Resource Room in 2008

Public Health Nurse, AODA Counselor, In-Home Social Worker and Therapist, Mental Health Therapist, and psychiatric services are available through the Niagara Office for those in need.  Child and Family Services and Elderly and Physically Disabled Services are not housed at the Niagara Office, but continue to be available to the north region.  Space in the Niagara Office is being equipped to better access Economic Support Services, giving any County resident an opportunity apply for FoodShares, Child Care, BadgerCare Plus and other medical assistance programs either via the online program “Access” using a computer terminal there or via the telephone there.

C) A sheet was circulated for members to list their email addresses so they could receive Agendas and Minutes via Email, in addition to Mailings to Committee.
