Call To Order.  

Chairperson, Carol Faucett, called the meeting to order at 10:32 a.m.  

2.       Approve/Amend Agenda.

Motion (Just/Raab) to approve the Agenda.  Motion carried.  No negative vote.

3.
Approve/Amend Minutes of April 10, 2008 Meeting.

Motion (Mueller-Johnson/Raab) to approve the Minutes as presented.  Motion carried.  No negative vote. 

4.      Introduce Cindy McCauley, new committee representative

Cindy was absent from the meeting.  

5.
COP Coordinator’s report for March, April, and May 2008.    

Copies of the report were distributed and reviewed.  Spending appears to be line as projected.  Some relocation monies have been received that can be used to assist new individuals from the wait list.  It is the only program to have funding to assist new people.   Packets are being processed for anyone currently in a nursing home that is able to re-locate back into the community.  Eight persons were removed from the wait list that were in the nursing home but only two have been re-located.  The remaining six did not relocate to the community for a variety of reasons.
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There were a total of 151 people on the wait list as of May 30, 2008.  Not everyone on the wait list meets physical or financial eligibility, some no longer need services, and some have moved from the county.  

The elderly continue to be the largest number on the wait list.  The physically disabled and developmentally disabled wait much longer, especially the developmentally disabled because the State imposed a cap on spending.  Judy was advised that some State funding is available and she may have some clients eligible for that funding.  Significant Proportions are still in compliance but the County is rather low in the physically disabled target group.  The next person on the Cop Waiver program will need to be a physically disabled person in order to stay in compliance.  Assessments continue to be about the same as the last two years although there might be more assessments this year because of need.  Also, there will be more plans this year than previous because of 2005-2006 relocation CIP II funds being rolled over into the regular CIP II fund.

Judy did not receive a copy of the State report showing Marinette Costs by Target by Program so no report was given.

Motion (Raab/Haley) to accept the COP Coordinator’s Report for the months of March, April and May 2008.  Motion carried.  No negative vote.

6.  
Discuss/designate use of $7,591.00 of 2007 COP carry over.

A bookkeeping adjustment resulted in $7,591.00 of COP funds being carried over from 2007.  

Motion (Mueller-Johnson/Raab) to use the 2007 unspent COP funds in the amount of $7,591.00 to provide services to customers.

7.
Discuss/consider policy to allow “value of spousal care” as a remedial expense for MA Waiver financial eligibility.

Reviewed proposed policy regarding use of “Value of Spousal care” as a Remedial Expense for Group B and Group C Medicaid Waiver Program Participants. No actual money would be paid out but credit would be given for services rendered.  Previously, the Committee eliminated payments to spouses for being caregivers to each other.  

Motion (Raab/Mueller-Johnson) to approve the proposed policy regarding use of “Value of Spousal Care” as a remedial expense for Group B and Group C Medicaid Waiver Program Participants, subject to striking the line “No time will be allowed for ‘supervision’ in the home.”  Motion carried.  No negative vote.

Discuss/consider request to seek COP High Cost/Exceptional Expense funds for specialized wheelchair adaptive equipment.
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Motion (Just/Elsner) to approve the request to seek $5,070.00 of COP High Cost/Exceptional Expense funds for the purchase of specialized wheelchair adaptive equipment for a Marinette County paraplegic.  Motion carried.  No negative vote.

Set Date for Next Meeting

The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday, September 18, 2008 at 10:30 a.m.

There was discussion that, presumably due to the high cost of gasoline, several carriers are restricting transporting patients to within a 10-mile radius and others will travel a greater distance only if multiple patients are going to one general location.  MA still reimburses volunteer drivers but many participants need specialized transports and lifts.
