7. Level of interest from Committee on possible sale of Highway Shop property
 
The Commissioner explained the City of Peshtigo showed interest in purchasing 7 acres of Highway owned property for the expandtion of the City’s Industrial Park. The Committee discussed several options:  to entertain selling the land at the City of Peshtigo’s price, to sell the property at appraised value, or to eliminate the City’s sewer and water charges until the land purchase has been paid. No action taken.
8. Amendment  with OTIE for underwater bridge inspections & interim NBIS inspections
Motion (Kaufman/Sharpe) to recommend the County Board approve the

Amendment #1 for $11,900.00 for County and $1,700 for the Town of Stephenson and $1,700 for the Town of Lake for underwater bridge inspections. Motion carried.

He suggested in 2012 the Highway Department should concentrate on finishing CTH BB and expanding the sealcoat operation. If the department doesn’t continue with construction projects then the large workforce time will put additional costs into County Maintenance. The Committee also discussed the possibility of using cold mix. No action taken.

The Commissioner and Office Manager distributed/explained a spreadsheet outlining the 2012 Highway budget. No action taken.
