. Open Session — Meeting called to order by Chairperson, Joe Policello. Roll Call - PRESENT: Donna Compton,
Gilbert Engel, Ron Meyers, Rosie Nowak and Sarah Gospodarek. Absent Excused: John Matelski. ALSO
PRESENT: Director Pam Mueller Johnson, Transportation Coordinator Mary Basak, John Llinas from
Stephenson National Bank and Trust, and Office Coordinator Shelly Menger.

. MOTION by Gospodarek, second by Meyers to approve the agenda. Motion Carried.

. MOTION by Nowak, second by Compton to approve COA Board Meeting Minutes of May 14, 2016. Motion
Carried.

. MOTION by Compton, second by Nowak to accept the submission of the 5310 Grant. Motion Carried.
Transportation Coordinator Mary Basak stated that the 5310 Grant was written and submitted for another bus.
She said that we wouldn’t receive this bus until the fall of 2017, if all goes well. There was discussion on the
uses of the buses and the transportation program in general. Mary stated that the 8521 grant application will be
released by October 1, 2016 and will be due the middle of December.

Motion Carried. Director Mueller Johnson shared a letter from County Administrator stating that we won’t be
receiving any increase in the budget this year. A discussion was held. The 85.21 Transportation dollars increased
slightly.

Annual Golf Outing 2016 Wrap Up - The 11™ Annual Golf Outing was held on July 8™ at the Parkway Golf
Course. Overall it was very successful. There was discussion on how the day went and how things could be
improved for next year.

MOTION by Meyers, second by Gospodarek for board to provide two people, Director Pam Mueller Johnson
and Chairperson Joe Policello, to act on behalf of the Agency to sign any and all documents which are required
to proceed with the purchase including by way of illustration and not limitation, mortgages, promissory notes,
security agreements, closing statements, transfer returns, etc. Motion Carried. MOTION by Nowak, second by
Compton to borrow the secured amount from Stephenson National Bank & Trust. Motion Carried.
